History repeats itself

If you go on an excursion to the Pavlov Biological Station at Pavlovo near
Leningrad, you will see a very interesting monument there. It is a monument to the
dog. The dog, as you know, played a very important part (posas) in all Pavlov's
experiments. Pavlov wanted to thank the dog, so this monument was set up
(YcTaHOBJIEH).

Then, if you go to see Pavlov's room in which the great scientist worked for
so many years, you will see another dog, a toy one, standing on the bookcase. This
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toy dog has a very interesting history. It comes from Cambridge, one of the oldest
universities in the world.

Once a group of students stopped before the window of a toyshop
(marasunurpyiek) in Cambridge and looked at the toy dogs there. "There's the
thing we want," said one of them, and he pointed to a white dog in the shop
window. They entered the shop and soon came out with the big white dog they
had seen in the window. Then laughing (cmesicr) and talking they went to their
professor and showed the dog to him.

The professor did not understand what it was all about until one of the
students told him about their plan to give Pavlov the present of the toy dog.

"Where did you get the idea from?" asked the professor, "I think it's an
excellent one."

"We got it from the grandson of Charles Darwin, who is now a student here,"
they answered, "when Darwin got his doctor's degree (cternens) at Cambridge, the
students gave him a toy monkey (o6e3bsiHka). That was how they showed that they
supported (moxnepxwuBatp) his theory of the origin of man.”

The next day was a great holiday at Cambridge. Thousands of students came
to the University to see the foreign scientists receive their diplomas. The students
watched the ceremony from the gallery.

It was Pavlov's turn (ouepens) to receive his diploma. As he was going
forward under the gallery, the students let the dog right down into his arms. He
looked up, saw all the young smiling faces above him and understood that they
wanted to show him that they supported his theory.

As this was taking place, an old professor on the other side of the hall said to
his friend: "Look, the students are giving Pavlov a toy dog. Did you see Darwin
get his diploma? So you remember him standing there with a toy monkey in his
hands nearly forty years ago? History repeats itself, doesn't it?"

THE COURT SYSTEM OF ENGLAND AND WALES

The most common type of law-court in England and Wales is the
magistrates' court. There are 700 magistrates' courts and about 30,000 magistrates.
More serious criminal cases then go to the Crown Court, which has
90 branches in different towns and cities. Civil cases (for example, divorce or
bankruptcy cases) are dealt with in County courts.

Appeals are heard by higher courts. For example, appeals from magistrates' courts
are heard in the Crown Court, unless they are appeals on points of law. The highest
court of appeal in England and Wales is the House of Lords. (Scotland has its own
High Court in Edinburgh, which hears all appeals from Scottish courts.) Certain
cases may be referred to the European Court of justice in Luxembourg. In addition,
individuals have made the British Government change its practices in a number of
areas as a result of petitions to the European Court of Human Rights.

The legal system also includes juvenile courts (which deal with offenders under
seventeen) and coroners' courts (which investigate violent, sudden or unnatural
deaths). There are administrative tribunals which make quick, cheap and fair
decisions with much less formality. Tribunals deal with professional standards,
disputes between individuals, and disputes between individuals and government
departments (for example, over taxation).

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Monetary Policy

Monetary policy is one of the main instruments of macroeconomics. It is
based on the ability of the Central bank to control the money supply, which leads
to changes in interest rates and the exchange rate, fend therefore in the amount of
investment, which influences directly the national output. This method of
controlling the economy centres on adjusting the amount of money in circulation in
the economy and so the level of spending and economic activity. Monetary policy
was first employed as a means of control in the 1950s, but has been more widely
used since the 1970s. The Central Bank plays a major role in the implementation of
a nation's monetary policy. In some countries (for example, Germany) the Central
Bank operates monetary policy independent of government policy. However, the
UK's Central Bank, the Bank of England, implements monetary policy on behalf of
the government. Monetary policy has three main aspects:

—Controlling the money supply

—Controlling interest rates.

—Managing the exchange rate

In this section we study the ways in which a central bank can control the
supply of money in the economy. The aim of the authorities when controlling the
money supply is to limit the amount borrowed, and hence spent’, by businesses
and individuals during a inflationary period. It is hoped in this way to limit the
level of overall demand in the economy and thus to remove or reduce inflationary
pressure.

After two centuries, Adam Smith remains a towering figure in the history of
economic thought. Known primarily for a single work, An Inquiry into the Nature
an Causes of the Wealth of Nations (1776), the first comprehensive system of
political economy, Smith is more properly regarded as a social philosopher whose
economic writings constitute only the cap-stone to an overarching view of political
and social evolution. If his masterwork is viewed in relation to his earlier lectures
on moral philosophy and government, as well as to allusions in The Theory of
Moral Sentiments (1759) to a work he hoped to write on «the general principles of
law and government, and of the different revolutions they have undergone in the
different ages and periods of society», then The Wealth of Nations may be seen not
merely as a treatise on economics but as a partial exposition of a much larger
scheme of historical evolution.

Unfortunately, much is known about Smith's thought than about his life.
Though the exact date of his birth is unknown, he was baptized on June 5, 1723 in
Kikcaldy, a small (population 1,500) but thriving fishing village near Edinburgh,
the son by second marriage of Adam Smith, comptroller of customs at Kikcaldy,
and Margaret Douglas, daughter of a substantial landowner. Of Smith's childhood
nothing is known other than that he received his elementary schooling in Kirkcaldy
and that at the age of four years he was said to have been carried off by gypsies.
Pursuits was mounted, and young Adam was abandoned by his captors. «He would
have made, I fear, a poor gypsy», commented his principal biographer.

At the age of 14, in 1737, Smith entered the University of Glasgow, already
remarkable as a centre of what was to become known as the Scottish
Enlightenment. There, he was deeply influenced by Francis Hutcheson, a famous
professor of moral philosophy from whose economic and philosophical views he
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was later to diverge but whose magnetic character seems to have been a main
shaping force in Smith's development. Graduating in 1740, Smith won a
scholarship (the Snell Exhibition) and travelled on horseback to Oxford, where he
stayed at Balliol College. Comparedtothe stimulating atmosphere of Glasgow,
Oxford was an educational desert. Hisyears there were spent, largely in self-
education, from which Smith obtained a firm grasp of both classical and
contemporary philosophy.

Returning to his home after an absence of six years, Smith cast about for
suitable employment. The connections of his mother's family, together with the
support of the jurist and philosopher Lord Henry Kames, resulted in an opportunity
to give a series of public lectures in Edinburgh — a form of education then much
in vogue in the prevailing spirit of «improvementy.

The lectures, which ranged over a wide variety of subjects from rhetoric
history and economics, made a deep impression on some of Smith's notable
contemporaries. They also had a marked influence on Smith's own career, for in
1751, at the age of 27, he was appointed professor of logic at Glasgow, from which
post he transferred in 1752 to the more remunerative professorship of moral
philosophy, a subject that embraced the related fields of natural theology, ethics,
jurisprudence, and political economy.

Smith then entered upon a period of extraordinary creativity, combined with
a social and intellectual life that he afterward described as « by far the happiest and
most honorable period of my life». During the week he lectured daily from 7:30 to
8:30 am and again thrice weekly from 11 am to noon, to classes of up to 90
students, aged 14 and 16. (Although his lectures were presented in English,
following the precedent of Hutcheson, rather than in Latin, the level of
sophistication for so young an audience today strikes one as extraordinarily
demanding.) Afternoons were occupied with university affairs in which Smith
played an active role, being elected dean of faculty in 1758; his evenings were
spent in the stimulating company of Glasgow.

Among his circle of acquaintances were not only remembers of the
aristocracy, many connected with the government, but also a range of intellectual
and scientific figures that included Joseph Black, a pioneer in the field of
chemistry, James Watt, later of steam-engine fame, Robert Foulis, a distinguished
printer and publisher and subsequent founder of the first British Academy of
Design, and not least, the philosopher David Hume, a lifelong friend whom Smith
had met in Edinburgh. Smith was also introduced during these years to the
company of the great merchants who were carrying on the colonial trade that had
opened to Scotland following its union with England in 1707. One of them,
Andrew Cochrane, had been a provost of Glasgow and had founded the famous
Political Economy Club. From Cochrane and his fellow merchants Smith
undoubtedly acquired the detailed information concerning trade and business that
was to give such a sense of the real world to The Wealth of Nations.

(1)1776, the year that Americans associate with the signing of the
Declaration of Independence, also marked the publication in England of one of the
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most influential books of our time, The Wealth of Nations, written by Adam
Smith, it earned the author the title "The father of economics."

(2)Smith objected to the principal economic beliefs of his day. He differed
with the physiocrats who argued that land was the only source of wealth. He also
disagreed with the mercantilists who measured the wealth of a nation by its money
supply, and who called for government regulation of the economy in order lit
promote a "favorable balance of trade."

(3)In Smith's view, a nation's wealth was dependent upon production, not
agriculture alone. How much it produced, he believed, depended upon how well u
combined labor and the other factors of production. The more efficient, the
combination, the greater the output, and the greater the nation's wealth.

(4)The heart of Smith's economic philosophy was his belief that the
economy would work best if left to function on its own without government
regulation. In those circumstances, self-interest would lead business firms to
produce only those products that consumers wanted, and to produce them at the
lowest possible cost. They would do this, not as a means of benefiting society, but
in an effort to outperform their competitors and gain the greatest profit. But all this
self interest would benefit society as a whole by providing it with more and better
goods and services, at the lowest prices.

(5)To explain why all society benefits when the economy is free of
regulation, Smith used the metaphor of the "invisible hand". "Every individual is
continually exerting himself to find the most advantageous employment for
whatever capital he can command. It is his own advantage, and not that of society,
which he has in mind, but he is in this, as in many other cases, led by an invisible
hand to promote an end which was no part of his intention, for the pursuit of his
own advantage necessarily leads him to prefer that employment which is most
advantageous to society.”" The "invisible hand" was Smith's name for the economic
forces that we today would call supply and demand, or the marketplace. He sharply
disagreed with the mercantilists who, in their quest for "favorable balance of
trade," called for regulation of the economy.

(6)Instead, Smith agreed with the physiocrats and their policy of "laissez
faire" letting individuals and businesses function without interference from
government regulation or private monopolies. In that way, the "invisible hand"
would be free to guide the economy and maximize production.

(7)The Wealth of Nations goes on to describe the principal elements of the
economic system. In a famous section Smith turned to the pin industry to
demonstrate how the division of labor and the use of machinery increased output.
"One man draws out the wire, another straightens it, a third cuts it, a fourth points
it, a fifth grinds it at the top for receiving the head: to make the head requires two
or three distinct operations...."

(8)Although modern technology has improved the methods by which pins
are produced; the principles pertaining to the division of labor remain unchanged.

(9) Similarly, other sections dealing with the factors of production, money
and international trade are as meaningful today as when they were first written.
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Smith's The Wealth of Nations contains some of the best descriptions of the
principles upon which the economic system of the United States is based.
